LAND USE AND BUILDING CONSTRUCTION RESTRICTIONS

FOR THE BENEFIT AND PROTECTION 

OF ALL LAKE BULLARD SUBDIVISION PROPERTY OWNERS


The Lake Bullard Subdivision is a planned single family residential neighborhood. In order to maintain the integrity of the plan, enhance property values and foster neighborhood cooperation, the developers, Lake Forest, Inc., created land use and building construction restrictions on each lot in the subdivision in November of 1982. These restrictions have been recorded in the public records and act as a permanent part of the title on each lot in the subdivision. When any lot in the Lake Bullard Subdivision is purchased, the owner purchases the lot with these restrictions and are bound by their terms. The restrictions for Phase I & 2 of the subdivision are recorded at COB 783C, folio 62-67 in the Conveyance Office and MOB 2404, folio 555 in the Recorder of Mortgages Office. The restrictions for the remaining Phases 3 & 4 are substantially the same and were recorded at a later date. Copies may be acquired from the public records offices or from Eastover, Inc. (241-4400). The following is a listing of some of the most important restrictions designed to keep our neighborhood attractive and marketable. Your immediate and continuous cooperation will be greatly appreciated.

1. No trailer, tent, shack, barn or other buildings of a temporary character shall be placed, erected or permitted to remain on any lot, nor can they be used as a residence temporary or permanent. 
6. Except as hereinabove provided1, no sign of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any lot except one (1) sign of not more than six (6) square feet advertising the property for sale or rent.

7. No animals, livestock or poultry of any kind shall be raised, bred, or kept on any lot, except that dogs, cats or other household pets may be kept, provided that they are not kept, bred or maintained for any commercial purpose.

8. No lot shall be used or maintained as a dumping ground for rubbish. 
10. No trucks, trailers, automobiles bearing advertisements or other commercial vehicles shall be stored or parked on the streets except when making delivery. The parking of trailers, boats, vehicles, except passenger automobiles in operating order, will not be allowed on the property unless inside enclosed garage or unless the same is not visible to other property or other roads or streets. Passenger vehicles and automobiles owned by a resident shall be stored or parked on the lot and not on the street.
13. No one-story, single-family dwelling shall be erected, placed or permitted on any lot, other than a one-story single-family dwelling having a minimum ground floor area of one thousand eight hundred (1,800) square feet. For the purpose of this provision, the phrase “floor area” is defined to exclude an attached or detached carport or an attached or detached garage and shall also exclude patios or porches. 

14. No two-story, single-family dwelling shall be erected, placed or permitted on any lot other than a two-story, single-family dwelling having a minimum ground floor area of one thousand one hundred (1,100) square feet and a minimum total floor area of two thousand one hundred (2,100) square feet. For the purpose of this provision, the phrase “floor area” is defined to exclude an attached or detached garage and shall also exclude patios or porches.

16. Enforcement of these restrictions shall be by proceedings at law or in equity against any person or persons violating or attempting to violate any covenant, either to restrain any violation or to recover any damages, and may be instituted by anyone in interest or his, her or their designated representative, and particularly by any person or persons owning any property that is subject to these restrictions. It is hereby expressly provided that these restrictions may be enforced as hereinabove provided by any person, firm or corporation who now or in the future owns any lot situated in Lake Bullard Subdivision…. or by Lake Bullard Homeowners’ Association, Inc.
23. The only boats permitted to use the lake shown on the plans of resubdivision shall be sailboats, row boats, canoes and paddle boats. No motors shall be used for the propulsion of the boats listed above.
Article II. The corporation2 does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit, direct or indirect, to its members. It is and shall be a non-profit corporation. The purpose for which it is formed is to promote the health, safety and welfare of the residents of Lake Bullard Subdivision, …referred to as “The Properties”. In furtherance of the above purposes, the corporation shall have the power to:
(a)  Own, acquire, build, operate and maintain recreation parks, lakes, playgrounds, open spaces, landscaped areas, easement areas and other common facilities, including buildings, structures and personal property incident thereto, hereinafter referred to as “Common Properties”, all of the which shall be operated for the use and benefit of the members of the Association;


(b)  Supplement municipal services;


(c)  Fix assessments (or charges) to be levied against “The Properties”, or any part thereof, as provided herein;


(d)  Enforce any and all covenants, restrictions and agreements applicable to “The Properties”, or any part thereof;


(e)  Pay taxes, if any, and insurance on the “Common Properties”; and


(f)  Insofar as permitted by law, to do any other things that, in the opinion of the Board of Directors, will promote the common benefit and enjoyment of the residents of “The Properties” or any part thereof.”
